By Train

By Bus

By Metrolink 

If you are travelling via the Metrolink, the Old Trafford stop is located directly behind Emirates Old Trafford and is 
just a two minute walk away from the front gates. 

By Bike 

If you are cycling to the ground, you will be able to lock up your bike at the racks located underneath The Point. 

The easiest entry point to access this area is via Gate 15 on Talbot Road.

To book please click https://memberportal.lancashirecricket.co.uk/ and log in and select match date to select 

middle balcony upgrade. 

Members who have pre-booked a Member ticket on the Middle Balcony for Metro Bank One Day Cup match can 

also use their membership card to access this area and will not need to download a digital ticket. Any Member 

Guests on the Middle Balcony will still require a digital ticket to enter this area. Tickets on the Middle Balcony are 

sold on a reserved seat basis, so please ensure that you make a note of your full seat details by clicking HERE to 

log into the Member Portal and select 'Memberships & Tickets' from the 'MY BOOKINGS' menu.
